NURSERY-The Nursery is available for infants and toddlers up to age 3.  We have three wonderful paid 
staff persons who are caring for our youngest ones from 9:30 am through the end of the 10:45 am ser-
vice. 
 
CHILDREN’S HOUR-This program is for ages 3(potty trained) through second grade (basically Godly 
Play 1 and 2).  We begin as soon as Sunday School ends, at 10:30 am, with a light snack in Tuton Hall, 
followed by a brief service in the Redwood Chapel and activities that correlate with the church year, 
New Testament lesson for that Sunday or other relevant Bible stories.  We join parents in church  after 
the Peace at the 10:45 service. 
 
CLUB 345-This is our junior youth group for all 3rd, 4th and 5th graders.  We will meet once a month, 
immediately following the 10:45 service, to have fun, social activities together and build a loving     com-
munity among this age group.  Last year we did a variety of activities, including hiking, snow tubing, roller 
skating, a Tourists game, working at Manna Food Bank, just to name a few.  Look for current  information 
in Trinity Kids (our monthly newsletter included in Tidings) about events, dates, etc.   Postcards will also 
be sent as reminders of upcoming events.

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CHILDREN’S SUNDAY SCHOOL CLASSES 
 

SEPTEMBER 12TH….WELCOME BACK!!!!! 
 
     This year we have a theme for the entire Sunday 
School year!  We are calling it “God Speaks to Us in 

Feeding Stories,” where we explore the common theme of food found in selected Bible stories from 
both the Old and New Testaments. 
 
GODLY PLAY 1-Three-year olds (potty trained) through pre-kindergarten will use the Godly Play       
curriculum which explores the stories of our faith through three-dimensional materials and creative 
response time.  Children become familiar with liturgy and a way to make meaning of religious language. 
 
GODLY PLAY 2-Kindergarten through second grade will use the Godly Play curriculum, extending the 
depth and scope of stories of our faith.  A deeper understanding of the stories, symbols, and rites of 
their faith continues their growth towards a more meaningful and appropriate participation in congrega-
tional worship. 
 
RITE IN THE MIDDLE-Third through fifth grades will use a model of Godly Play for older children, as 
well as aspects of the Rotational Learning Model to explore Biblical stories  related to the theme of 
food. We will start the Sunday School year with a “Bible 101” series, where we learn to navigate our way 
through the Bible, how it’s structured, etc.  In a rotational learning setting, the learners are exposed to 
the same story through different modes of learning (kinesthetic, visual, etc.).  Group projects and    
presentations are a cornerstone of this program.
